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Ever since the first Hua Ou Mission
Conference was held in Rome, Italy in 2017,
Chinese churches in Europe have gathered to
listen to the call of mission every two years. The
second conference was held in Paris, France in
2019. The third occasion of this Conference was
initially planned to be a physical gathering in
Romania but was adapted into a virtual
conference instead and was successfully held on
the 21st of October 2021.

The third conference spanned North
America, Europe, and Asia. The live broadcast
as well as the replay on YouTube and East Asian
media platforms garnered 4182 views. This
year’s conference carried the theme of “Who is
my neighbor?” Dr. John Ong, the initiator, and
convener of Hua Ou and Rev. Luke Zhang, one
of the founding directors and missionary-
partner of Europe Campus Ministry, were the
main speakers for the conference. The main
topic for the afternoon session (European time)
was “The Call of Mission from Balkan
Peninsula under the Impact of the Pandemic.”
Pastors from Montenegro, Albania, Kosovo, and
Macedonia sent out a missional call, hoping that
the Chinese churches in Europe would see their
needs, and be willing to take action and be a
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blessing to the Eastern European people
groups. The topic for the evening session was
“Post-pandemic Era: Who is my neighbor?”
This session focused on different ministries in
Europe and beyond, which included ministries
such as social service, drug rehabilitation,
Jewish evangelism, ministry to the Roma
people, and serving refugees from the Middle
East.

Participants of the conference included
leaders from various co-organizers namely,
Bethlehem Chinese Christian Church,
Romania, Serbia Chinese Christian Church,
France Pastors’ Prayer Fellowship, Italy Chinese
Christian Church Missions Center, the Union
Gospel of SXTD, Chinese Overseas Christian
Mission (COCM), Europe Campus Ministry
(ECM) and Silk Road Gospel Network
(International). Technical support for the live
broadcast and interpretation services were
provided by Silk Road Gospel Network
(International) and Malaysia Baptist
Theological Seminary. The fourth conference is
expected to be held in Romania, and post-
conference visitations or short-term mission
trips are also planned.
