The fourth point is to help churches
better understand their holistic mission, which
includes both the preaching of the Gospel and
social care. This is not limited to our own
neighborhoods and communities, but should
also be extended to other areas of need,
including different ethnic groups.

Fifth, as we have promoted many online
theological courses, we need to focus on the
quality management and rigor of the courses.
While we encourage students to take courses
online, they need to take care of their own
spirituality and be renewed each day. For if
one loses his or her spiritual life, any
theological knowledge is mere empty talk.

Sixth, we are also actively promoting the
development of the Klang Valley Campus. We
thank God for blessing us with a bungalow to
be used as an administrative, library and
teaching center. It will be fully renovated and
ready for use by the end of this year. We have
integrated teachers and pastors in the central
district with the gift of teaching to form a
teaching team. We are also working with
churches to develop church-oriented programs.

Seventh, our seminary works closely with
the Trans-World Chinese Baptist Mission.
Looking back at the past 20 years, our faculty,
staff, students and alumni have been actively
involved in many cross-cultural missions
overseas. We have seen the influx of hundreds
of thousands of immigrants from Hong Kong
into the United Kingdom within the short span
of two years, and we are working with the local
churches to bring the Gospel to the unbelievers
and strengthen those who have already
believed the Word of God. We are also
continue to promote missions in the Balkans.

An upcoming trip to Europe will take us to
Macedonia, whereby we will work with about
20 seminary students and co-workers in
Europe to promote cross-cultural church
planting in Macedonia. We have helped to
establish four new churches during the
pandemic. This time, we will also help in
another church planting and building project.

Eighth, we are concerned with the needs
of two big groups of refugees. We are involved
in the care, evangelism and pastoral care
programs for the Afghan refugees along the
Pakistani border, by providing them English
education and even theological education.
There is also the internal and external crises
and needs caused by the war in Ukraine. We
have set up the Silk Road Evangelism Center
to support them through prayer and providing
relief care.

On November 12 of this year, we will hold
a physical graduation service at Georgetown
Baptist Church, Penang. We welcome you to
join this event as a blessing to the seminary
and graduates. We would also like to thank
you for your generous support over the years,
and your special love offering during the
epidemic.

As the year draws to a close in a few more
months, we call on the Lord to send those who
have been moved to give their lives to be
equipped at the seminary. We hope that many
people will take the opportunity to equip
themselves to serve the Lord and those in need.



Today is my second time leaving the
country after Malaysia reopened for post
pandemic travel. The immigration procedure
has returned to its pre-pandemic norm, with
the requirement of Covid-19 test dropped. The
entry into the UK was especially smooth. As
long as one has a legal passport, there is no
need for a proof of vaccination.

Things seem to be gradually returning to
how it was before the pandemic. However, is
this the same with people's lives? Is this the
same with church lives? Is this the same with
services and missions? The truth is the
pandemic has changed life forever and there is
no going back.

Not only have many people experienced
sudden change in their families, death of loved
ones, collapse of their careers, change of life
trajectories... Even the church has changed
substantially. Unable to withstand the impact
of the pandemic, especially the financial
pressure, some churches have closed down,
moved to smaller location, or are struggling to
survive, not knowing what to do next. I visited
several larger churches, and there were both
joy and worry. The worry stems from the
church’s inability to keep up with the times by
having more advanced sound and lighting
system, professionally designed performances,
which led to many of their young people going
to other churches. On the contrary, the joy is
that some mega churches have attracted more
people from both small and big churches by
investing in professional equipment and
techniques, including many new media. As a
result, their churches are growing bigger and
bigger.

Many pastors lamented that many of their
members are not returning to the church
(saying they will stay online), and they have no
way of knowing if their members are attending
their own church's online services, or if they
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have moved to another line and are meeting at
another church. Perhaps, instead of staying
online, they might have gone offline, have
stopped meeting, and are disconnected.

What about the mission of the seminary
at such a time? Do we have a vision that will
prevent us from perishing? The team and I
have been diligently thinking about this and
working on it. In fact, we are working harder
than before in order to live out our theological
mission and to fulfill the mission of Christ
regardless of the circumstances.

The are several challenges and missions
before us:

First, how to help the present pastors and
encourage them to not give up? How to help
them to be renewed, spiritually, in their vision,
and in their methods of service, so that they
can continue to lead the church forward and
experience growth?

Second, how to equip the church leaders,
brothers and sisters involved in service, so that
they may have the right concept a healthy
church is more important than number? How
to help them have the right theological
foundation so that, instead of looking for
superficial and bloated growth, they will focus
on the essence of the church?

The third point is to promote theological
education more widely and universally, so that
the vast believers and congregations can
pursue the Bible on their own, keep watch of
their and also their family’s faith, and
cooperate with church pastors and leaders in
loving and serving the church and encouraging
one another to serve the many needs outside
the church.
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
