short on students, short on lecturers, and short on
financial support. When someone asks me who is the
most suitable person to be the seminary president, |
smile and say, "Whoever can solve these three
shortagesis agreat candidate.”

Throughout my ministry, I've experienced
something called “not too much, not too little."

Jesus Christ's grand plan to change the world
through evangelism started with a team of twelve
people, which really isn't much. But from twelve people
to seventy, to five hundred, to thousands, and
eventually the entire Roman Empire—that certainly is
not little.

The five loaves and two fish weren't much, but after
being blessed and shared, they could satisfy
thousands, with leftover fragments that were more
than enough.

When | was studying at the seminary, there were
only three Chinese department lecturers, which really is
not many. But the students they nurtured and the fruits
of their dedicated service were also truly not small.

We have seen God's faithfulness in providing for us
in many ways. Even when faced with difficulties and
challenges, by holding onto His Word and trusting in
His faithfulness, in the end, He not only did not let us
down but filled us with joy. Through faith, we witnessed
the glory of His work.
