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Dr Ong, how is it pos51ble for MBTS to estabhsh SO many theologlcal and mission tralnlng centers

in different places, while also expanding such a wide scope of cross-cultural mission ministries?"

To be honest, this is not the result of one institution’s
effort alone, but the fruit of a united team working
closely with many partners. Just as cords gatheredin a
valley are far stronger than a single strand, our greatest
strength lies in partnership, especially strategic
partnership. We firmly believe that with strategic
partners, the work of missions can move forward
steadily and bear abundant fruit.

Below, | briefly share my conviction and understanding
of strategic partnership:

Why do we need partners on the journey?
